“We are hurting right now,” commented Bernie baseball coach Darrin Shipman.

“It is one of those games where we had a couple close calls that didn’t go our way
and they capitalized on them. You have to give them credit because they
capitalized that one inning.”

Bernie collected two runs off of four hits in the second inning. Brock Beacham
got things going with a lead-off walk then Owen Foster and Gavin Brown hit a
couple of singles. Brown'’s hit scored a runner from third putting the Mules on the
scoreboard first. Owen Foster scored from third base on a wild pitch to give the
Mules their second run.

“Our kids played great,” stated Shipman. “Devin and Brock threw great and our
defense was good.

They got the call and
they went on and got two big hits and scored three big runs after that.”

“I thought he threw the ball great,” Shipman said of Trammell. “He kept it down.
They hit a few good balls on him, but for the most part he got a lot of ground balls
and we made the plays. | thought he was outstanding. Again, one close call at
first of being out of the inning with no runs scored. | though he pitched great and
our defense played well behind him.”

Bernie ends their season with an impressive 24-6 record, one of the best seasons
in Bernie history. Matt Vernon and starting pitcher Devin Trammell both
graduated this year from Bernie High School, but the Mules will return seven
starters.

“Just a wonderful season,” continued Shipman. ‘I told the kids hopefully this will
motivate us to want to do it again next year. We were one step closer and we
have the opportunity to get better over the summer and fall and make another run
at it next year.”

Coach Shipman removed him from pitching, but elected to keep him
in the game.

“It hit me right on the bone of my hip,” Trammell said. “He threw it hard to third
because the runner was advancing and drilled me good. | was looking the other
way, but was in his way.”

“I walked over to him,” stated Coach Shipman. “He said his hip was really
hurting. He was hit right on the bone and if he said it really hurt, it hurt. He would
usually never want to come out of a game, but he was hurting. | asked Brock if
he was ready and he said yes. You cannot say enough about what Brock
Beacham did today. He was amazing.”

Beacham allowed only one run on four hits in seven innings. “I knew | was going
to come in if Devin got in trouble,” Beacham said. “After that throw caught him |
was like well crap | am about to come in. | am just happy | threw well and we
came back.”

Directionsto thefield from the South: Thefield addressis 850 Rozier St.

Two Options: Get off at Exit 143, take aright off the exit ramp and an immediate left on
Route M. Thisroad will lead you to town, but it isabit curvy and hilly. The field will be
on the left as you begin to enter town behind the football field.

Other option: Take Exit 150, and take aright off the ramp onto Hwy 32. Take 32 into
town until you come to the first stop light and hang aright. Y ou will pass McDonalds on
your right and come to another stop light, take aright. The field will be about a quarter
mile down the road. The road you take veers or forks off to the right.

Parking: Thereisalarge paved lot above the baseball field where most will park. There
is limited parking down in the gravel lot closer to the field.

Restrooms: The restrooms of the football fieldhouse/locker room will be open. They are
big, but they are about 100 yards away from the field. There will aso be Johnny-on-the-
spots above the left field line to use (usually for the gentlemen and usually for the

players).

Concessions: We will have afull concessions menu and drinks available.

Radio: They will have two radio stations covering the game.

Dugouts/Foul Balls. Bernie will occupy the first base dugout, and Valle will have the
third base dugoui.

Admission: $6 ages 6 and up. Passlistswill be at the gate for both teams as provided

Seating: There are limited bleachers behind home plate (4 sets, 6-8 rows each). Most fans
sit on the hill down the first base line, so encourage fansto bring lawn chairsif they can
not get a seat in the bleachers.

Infield/Outfield: The home team should take infield around 4:05, the visiting team
around 4:15. National Anthem at 4:25, first pitch 4:30. We will flip for home and away



upon arrival so we are al aware and so we can change the scoreboard panels if need be.
