The Pirates continued their quest hitting two of its three treys over the next few minutes to
simple outscore Dexter 17-7 at the end of the first quarter.  It was even in the second
quarter with each teach scoring 8 points, but Dexter never could break Perryville's 10-
point lead.  The Pirates led 25-15 at the end of the first half.
