The Bearcats were behind 53-45 at the end of the third quarter and then exploded in the
fourth period outscoring the Eagles 26-7. The final result was a 71-60 win for Dexter.

"We executed offensively really well tonight,” commented Dexter head boys basketball
coach Josh Dowdy.
