“In the past (lacking an element of anonymity) might have prevented us from meeting the
needs of a child who may not want to come to school because they would freeze to death
with no coat, or they don’t want their stomach growling until lunch because they didn’t
eat supper, or they don’t have clean clothes,” R-I Attendance Officer Misty Dodson
explained. “For achild to be able to just walk in and say, ‘| need this,” cuts down on the
potential negative feeling they may have in regard to their circumstances.”

Items presently in demand, according to overseers, include gently worn winter gear
appropriate for high school students, undergarments and feminine products. For more
information, contact the high school directly at 573-785-6471, or message the Bright
Futures Poplar Bluff page on Facebook.
