We are thrilled to
continue the partnership between the Dexter Chamber of Commerce and Three Rivers
College,” said Trammell.

Currently, TRC-Dexter offers a wide range of classes, including several programs that can
be completed without a long commute: Behavioral Health Support; General Education;

Welding.

Missouri State Representative for the 151st District Mr. Herman Morse and Missouri
State Senator for the 25th District, Mr. Jason Bean, presented proclamations to the
winners along with Alisha Trammell, Dexter Chamber of Commerce Executive who
handed out the awards.
